Even though she is gas powered with triple 250 Yamaha outboards she has a 5KW Onan diesel
generator with its own 30 gallon diesel tank. The diesel generator produces a fraction of the
dangerous carbon monoxide fumes and runs at a lower RPM offering quiet operation.

Comfort & Convenience

One of the biggest surprises when you go below is how nice the head is. Granite counters, Grohe
faucets and shower, full size Vacuflush head, and lots of natural light will make you feel like you are
on a much larger yacht. Instead of trying to pack bunks into a 37' boat, the Prowler was designed to
allow a cruising couple to sleep comfortably while still providing seating for eight for day cruising. The
settee below is very comfortable when you want to get out of the weather and you will not get that
claustrophobic feeling because you can see out in all directions.
